Archdiocese of Miami: FY14 Impact

* 65 seminarians continued their training to become
priests of the Archdiocese of Miami

12,786 infants, children and adults received baptism

1,017 adults were received into full communion
with the Catholic Church

*10,022 children received their first holy communion

* 1,806 couples were married in the Catholic Church

* 7,554 children and adults received
confirmation



Archdiocese of Miami: FY14 Impact

* 230 priests celebrated the Eucharist for more than ...

*530,000 registered Catholics in...

*109 parishes and missions of the Archdiocese.

3,923 people received a Catholic funeral in their
parish...

2,100 were buried in our two Catholic cemeteries
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* Over 2,400 independent, low income seniors “aaleal
obtained housing



Archdiocese of Miami: FY14 Impact

1,704 refugees, including 766 unaccompanied minors,
received housing, resettlement, employment assistance
and other assistance

73,203 students, from Preschool to graduate school
were educated in Catholic institutions

735 undergraduate, graduate and law students
graduated from St. Thomas University

288 religious sisters and brothers served in
schools and charitable institutions
