Formerly a high school for girls, the

Madonna Retreat Center has been serving the ADOM community as

a retreat house since the mid 1980's

Two big dining rooms with 14 large tables and 140 metal

chairs are located directly across the kitchen. They can

accommodate approximately 90 people. Chairs and

tables cannot be removed from the dining room. Food or

drinks are permitted only in the dining room. 

The kitchen is quite, spacious and equipped

with a large stove with two ovens, two

refrigerators, and ice machine, a freezer and a

microwave. Pots, pants and utensils are not

provided.  Meals are also not provided.

The previous classrooms were converted into six large

rooms furnished with bunk beds that can adequately

acommodate approximately 100 people. Sheets,

pillows, towels and other bedding items are not

provided, each guest must bring their own.

CONFERENCE ROOM
A large conference rooms is available for use

during the retreat.  This room is equipped with 11

round tables, 165 chairs, and a trolly to move them

around if needed.
